SHOW LOVE AND RESPECT FOR SELF:

v Allow others to sleep. “Lights Out” means that it is time to go to sleep. Do not be in the showers or halls after

v" No outside or unregistered visitors at the event will be permitted.

v The facility must remain clean and undamaged. Otherwise, you will personally be responsible to pay for the
damage. Don't bring food or drinks to the rooms and pick up trash if you see it.
